Purpose:  This study aims to examine the structural relationships among social support in childcare
centers, positive psychological capital, psychological burnout, and the implementation of
respecting children’s rights, and to investigate whether positive psychological capital and
psychological burnout mediate the effect of social support on such implementation.

Methods:  Participants were childcare teachers responsible for infants and young children aged 0-5
years, recruited from 51 childcare centers in Seoul and Gyeonggi Province using purposive
sampling. Data were collected using validated scales measuring social support in childcare
centers, positive psychological capital, psychological burnout, and implementation of
respecting children’s rights. The data were analyzed using SPSS 26.0 and AMOS 26.0, and
mediating effects were tested through structural equation modeling with phantom variables.

Results: Social support in childcare centers positively influenced positive psychological capital and
the implementation of respecting children’s rights, and negatively influenced psychological
burnout; positive psychological capital reduced burnout, while burnout negatively affected
the implementation of respecting children’s rights, with social support showing indirect and
dual mediating effects through burnout and positive psychological capital.

Conclusion: This study showed that social support from directors and colleagues enhances teachers’
positive psychological capital, reduces burnout, and improves the implementation of respecting
children’s rights by identifying its underlying mechanisms.
